PRESIDENT'S COMMENT – Linda Farley 'Reflecting on the Past' 
Traditionally New Year is a time to reflect on the year past, however, being new to the role of President and 
needing more knowledge of the history of the Wanganui Camera Club, I took the opportunity to look back on club 
activities in bygone years.  Some of our members have very long association with the club, and it was to them I 
turned to find the foundation of our vibrant and enthusiastic club.   
 
Perhaps the advent of digital photography has changed the focus of the learning pattern within the club?  Without a 
doubt it has, but turning from self-processing film to acceptance of commercial processing created the same 
change.  Our club has obviously kept well abreast with technology and gadgetry, but I wonder if we have 
sometimes temporarily lost sight of the fact that even with the latest technical equipment, a remarkable photograph 
requires the same skill now as it did in 1900 – a “seeing” eye, steady shutter finger, being in the right place at the 
right time, and most of all, the ability and assistance to learn from our own mistakes with practise. 
 
The Wanganui Camera Club is a safe haven where members can learn their craft in a productive, non-critical 
environment.  Looking into the past, it seems that it was always so.  
 
When I look at a photograph that I like, I want to try to reproduce it for myself.  That’s why I joined the camera club 
– to learn how to take photographs with impact.  Yes, it’s cheaper now than ever before to take photographs, but 
no matter how many times the shutter opens and closes, one must know what to look for and how to get it better.  
Considering the value we place on our family albums as historical records, the future of photography is certain.   
How much more value will each photograph have if the record is of a higher standard and taken with knowledge 
and consideration?  As I turn the pages of my album, it is obvious at what point I joined the Wanganui Camera 
Club. 
 
The consequence of my reflection illustrates that the past is not to be forgotten, but to be cherished and taken 
forward for building the future and that the Wanganui Camera Club is a place where people gather with their 
common goal to learn in a busy, fun environment.
